AFTER INSTALLATION THIS FOLDING PARTITION REQUIRES VERY LITTLE
MAINTENANCE.

Should some roughness develop in the supporting track when moving the
panels, wipe off the inside of the bottom lips of the track with a rag. When
clean, apply small quantity of light grease to the track lips at intervals across
the full opening and stacking area.

Relocate the panels across the opening so as to evenly distribute the grease
along the entire length of the track.

. If it is necessary to clean the panel surfaces, use warm water and soap, with

a soft scrubbing brush.

Avoid chemical cleaners or strong detergents.
